ALL SCHEDULED GRADUATION PRACTICES ARE MANDATORY. 
POLICIES AFFECTING SENIORS & SENIOR EVENTS
In order for seniors to be eligible to participate in graduation exercises, they must complete the Maryland State Graduation Requirements by the end of the fourth marking period of their senior year. Seniors who are required to attend summer school after the date of graduation to make-up or meet requirements will not be able to participate in graduation exercises until the following year. Check with your senior to be certain, the requirements have been or are scheduled to be met and that course work is being completed. 

EXAMINATIONS: Included in this handbook is the schedule for Senior Exams.  Every effort should be made to take your exams as scheduled.  A date for Make-up exams has been made.  Exams may not be taken earlier than the scheduled date.
SERVICE LEARNING HOURS
Student service learning hours must be submitted to Mrs. Platt no later than 2:30 p.m. on Monday, May 2, 2022, to be eligible to participate in commencement activities and to be considered for meritorious or exemplary service certificates. Students will not receive a diploma until all seventy-five (75) hours have been submitted.
STUDENT OBLIGATIONS: Before students are given their graduation tickets, all assigned detentions and outstanding financial obligations must be cleared.  Seniors, who have questions regarding obligations, should check with their teacher, coach, media center specialist, or their Assistant Principal.  Students with unsettled obligations will be informed at last week of school for senior.  However, it is best to resolve these matters prior to that time.  You are requested to make every effort to do so.  Seniors will not be given graduation tickets until all obligations are cleared.  Obligations should be cleared immediately upon notification.  No tickets are given to anyone but a graduating senior, who is then responsible for distribution!
SENIOR EVENTS 
SENIOR/JUNIOR PROM: Saturday, April 23– 7:00 pm – 10:30 pm – Formal Attire. Mask requirement will be determined by the venue and CCPS closer to the event.
Prom tickets will go on sale April 11th thru April 14th during all lunches.  Please note, ALL OBLIGATIONS must be cleared in order to purchase a ticket. The Prom is a formal dance given by the members of the senior class for junior and senior students and their dates.  Attire for the evening is FORMAL!  (Examples: tuxedos, suits & ties and formal dresses or evening gowns).  Prom will be held at Martin’s West from 7:00-10:30 p.m.  Students must arrive to the prom by 8:00 p.m.  No admittance will be given after 8:00 p.m.  Once students leave the prom, they are not allowed re-admittance.  Students must present their ticket (cost $65) and photo identification.  

STRATOSPHERE SOCIAL:  Tuesday, May 24th – 11:00am – 2pm. –Casual MASK REQUIRED
The Senior Stratosphere Social is the last event that is strictly for seniors.  Only Liberty High School seniors who have a ticket may attend.  Dress is casual.  Tickets will be sold via website. The cost is $40 which includes lunch and unlimited access to bowling, all arcade games and VR equipment. Add $15 for AX throwing.

 Students must purchase a ticket and have their own transportation.
CLASS PHOTOS:  A 10” by 30” panoramic photograph of the senior class in caps and gowns will be taken during graduation practice on Thursday, May 26th.  Order forms will be distributed at rehearsal.  Completed forms, with payment, should be completed and returned to Lifetouch on the day of the picture.  Late forms will need to be mailed directly to LifeTouch (estimated cost $20).
SENIOR AWARDS ASSEMBLIES:

Community Awards Assembly – Thursday, May 26th at 6pm
             Cap & Gown Required 
All seniors are to be in attendance at these assemblies that are given in honor of the graduating class. These are considered required graduation rehearsals at Liberty HS. This assembly gives seniors the opportunity to appear before the faculty and community in cap and gown to receive formal honors. During the ceremonies, seniors will be recognized for special accomplishments and receive selected departmental and community awards. Often times the recipients of these awards are unknown until the day of the assembly.

GRADUATION INFORMATION
GRADUATION REHEARSALS:  In order to participate in Commencement exercises, students MUST attend rehearsals. If a student does not attend rehearsal, they may not participate in Graduation.  
PARTICIPATION IN GRADUATION EXERCISES: In order for a senior to be eligible to participate in graduation exercises, they must complete the Maryland State Graduation Requirements by the end of the fourth marking period of their senior year.  Seniors who are required to attend summer school after the date of graduation to make-up or meet requirements will not be able to participate in graduation exercises until the following year. Check with your senior to be certain, the requirements have been or are scheduled to be met and that course work is being completed satisfactorily.

COMMENCEMENT
Tuesday, MAY 31ST McDaniel College at 3pm- Mask Required
Commencement will begin promptly at 3pm at McDaniel College.  Seniors must report to the auxiliary gym at McDaniel College by 2:15pm dressed in cap, gown and appropriate clothing/shoes and lined up for the entrance processional.  Only graduating seniors will be permitted in this area.  NO VISITORS OR GUESTS! Doors will open at 2:15pm for your guests to be seated. 
Tickets for Graduation 
Admission to graduation is by ticket only. Tickets are limited to eight (8) per senior. Seniors requiring more than 8 tickets, will need to write a letter to Mrs. Hodgkiss requesting extra tickets. All letter requests need to come from the senior, not parents. Thank you.  Letters requesting extra tickets must be submitted by May 2nd. No exceptions. Remember, tickets will not be distributed to any Senior with an outstanding financial obligation. Seniors are responsible for distributing tickets and will not be released to anyone but the graduate. TICKETS WILL BE DISTRIBUTED AT THE PRACTICE ON MAY 25TH.
Special Seating (form due to Mrs. Hodgkiss by May 2TH – NO EXCEPTIONS)
There will be limited reserved areas for handicapped and hearing-impaired guests. To request handicapped/hearing impaired reserved seating, complete and return the form in this packet.  Return the form to Mrs. Hodgkiss. Seating in these specific areas will be by reserved ticket only. These tickets are a part of the 8 tickets you receive for commencement.
Seating at Graduation 
Seating is on a first-come, first-serve basis. No seats may be reserved at graduation. Doors to the gymnasium open 45 minutes before the graduation ceremony for guests holding a ticket for admission. All guest attending commencement must have a ticket for admission. Ushers cannot hold tickets for arriving guests. Please ask that your friends and family members attending the graduation ceremony be seated at least 15 minutes before the ceremony begins to avoid interference with the student processional into the ceremony. The lobby doors will be locked approximately 10 minutes prior to the start of the ceremony and will remain locked until all seniors have processed into the main gym.  As this is a dignified event, we ask that all guests behave in such a manner.
DIPLOMA DISTRIBUTION:
The distribution of diplomas will follow the procedure used in all Carroll County high schools. Blank diploma covers will be presented to the graduates at the ceremony. Following the ceremony, recessional lines will proceed directly to the diploma tables located in the auxiliary gym where each graduate will receive a graduation envelope containing the diploma, and other items. The diploma tables will be arranged alphabetically by Advisor.  

Diplomas will be available to students who did not participate in graduation after June 1st in the main office.

GRADUATION PHOTOGRAPHS: In order to ensure the appropriate dignity for the graduation ceremony, no members of the audience will be permitted near the stage during the commencement exercises.  Also, to provide an unobstructed view for those seated in the farthest areas of the audience, parents and guests are asked to take pictures from their seats without standing or moving into the aisles.  Again, your cooperation with these requests will provide an enjoyable evening for all guests.

The ceremony is streamed live on the Carroll County Public Schools website and rebroadcasted on CETV Channel 21.
DIPLOMA NAMES: You were asked to turn in diploma forms with the exact spelling of your name as you want it to appear on your diploma.  If you did not turn in a form, your diploma will have the name spelled exactly as it appears on your official transcript.

CAPS AND GOWNS: Caps and gowns will be distributed in April – stay tuned for email with dates. At that time, instructions concerning the care and preparation of the cap and gown will be given.  If a senior missed ordering a cap and gown see Mrs. Hodgkiss as soon as possible. 

Caps and gowns are the official and traditional dress for students in many countries of the world.  In most cases, students wear caps and gowns only at graduation exercises and on other special occasions.  Graduating seniors at Liberty High School traditionally wear their caps and gowns at the Awards Ceremonies and Commencement.

Seniors who receive Academic Cords, Medals, and other honors are reminded/requested to wear them with their caps and gowns for commencement.
Seniors inappropriately dressed will not be allowed to participate in these events!  
All seniors will be wearing blue gowns. 
Appropriate Dress to Wear under Cap & Gown

Attire underneath the gowns will include the following:

· A dress that doesn’t fall below the graduation gown or white blouse

· The dress should be shade of white so that it does not show through the graduation gown.  Avoid patterns.

· Dark tie with white buttoned-down dress shirt

· Black dress slacks (no tan or khaki-colored trousers)

· Black dress shoes, boots, or sandals (no flip-flops or tennis shoes are permitted)

· Dark socks with shoes 
Gowns should not be ironed!  It should be removed from the bag and allowed to hang loosely for at least one week prior to your first rehearsal in Cap and Gown.   
The cap should be placed upon the head with the longer point of the crown to the back.  The shorter point should be centered on the forehead, down far enough so that the top is level and parallel to the floor.  The tassel is draped over the left temple.  Tassels should not be pinned or sewn but should be permitted to hang naturally.  

The changing of the tassel is an action practiced in many schools.  It is intended to give the graduate a feeling of personal significance and to mark graduation. This will be part of the ceremony.  

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND NAME CARDS: Announcements and cards will be distributed to those students who have ordered them.  Receipt of a graduation announcement does not automatically insure a ticket to the graduation ceremony at McDaniel College.  Admission to the graduation ceremony is by ticket only.  Although you may send announcements to many people, each person you intend to invite to commencement must be given an admission ticket.  Announcements ARE NOT commencement tickets.

Obtaining name cards and announcements is the responsibility of the individual senior.  The etiquette observed when sending announcements is as follows:

 1.
Announcements are provided with an inner envelope and an outer envelope, or with one envelope only.  Either is socially acceptable.

 2.  
You should address the envelope yourself, using a pen with blue or black ink.

 3.  
The outer envelope should carry the full mailing address.  Do not abbreviate "Street" or "Road" or the state.

 4.  
The inner envelope should carry names only in the form you would use in conversation:  Mr. and Mrs. Smith, or Helen and Tom, or Aunt Margaret.

 5.  
If children are included in the invitation, list them by name on the inner envelope, but not on the outer envelope, unless only one envelope is used.

 6.  
If the announcement does not have a personal cardholder, insert your card in the announcement with its back to the announcement.

 7.  
Insert the announcement in the inner envelope with the folded edge at the bottom and the front facing the flap.  Do not tuck in the flap.

 8.  
Insert the inner envelope in the outer with the flap of the inner envelope facing the address side of the outer envelope.

 9.  
Seal the outer envelope neatly and send it by first class mail.

10. 
Announcements should be mailed to arrive at their destination approximately two weeks prior to the date of commencement.

THANK YOU NOTES: Good manners and accepted social practice dictate that you thank someone for a graduation gift, for a favor, or for some courtesy extended to you.

 Never fail to acknowledge a gift.  A prompt acknowledgment lets the sender know that the gift has arrived.  Whenever possible, be specific in one way or another. Tell how you are using the gift or how you plan to use it.  Try to make a favorable comment about the gift, or quote something complimentary, which someone has said about it.  If the present is a sum of money, tell what you plan to do with it.  A thank you note should be enthusiastic and sincere, but never "gushy."  If you are especially pleased, say so, but don't pretend. Your thank you note should be handwritten.
